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NAME

The name of the club shall be Lake Joondalup Archery Club inc., herein after referred to as the Club.

CLUB COLOURS

The Club uniform shall be a white shirt/blouse displaying the club logo with black or beige shorts/trousers/pants.  Tournament dress for Club Members shall be the club uniform or all white.
CLUB EMBLEM

The Club emblem shall be embroidered in colour depicting a target with an arrow protruding from its centre, within the borders of Australia, and the words LAKE JOONDALUP ARCHERY CLUB adjacent to the logo.

OBJECTIVES

The objectives of the Club shall be:

(a) To promote and encourage the sport of archery;

(b) To participate in target, field, clout and flight events;

(c) To arrange for a complete in Club, Inter-Club and other tournaments from time to time as may be decided in accordance with the by-laws of the Club;

(d) To encourage high shooting standards and ensure the due observance of Archery Australia inc. Constitution and Rules (herein after referred to as AA) of shooting;

(e) To maintain a Club record book and confirm claims for State, National and International Records according to the various classes and events.

MEMBERSHIP

There shall be the following classes of members:

(a) Shooting Members shall be those Members of the Club, from whom the Club has received the annual fees prescribed by the by-laws;

(b) Associate Members shall be non shooting Members from whom the Club has received the annual prescribed fees in the by-laws;

(c) Honorary Members shall be those persons admitted as Honorary Members in accordance with such conditions as may be described by the by-laws;

(d) Honorary Life Members shall be those persons elected to Honorary Life Membership by resolution of an Annual General Meeting, in recognition of especially distinguished service to the Club or Archery in general.

Not withstanding any of the above, Club Members may be given a leave of absence without affecting their Membership status.

All Members shall be entitled to attend and speak in debate on any motion at any official Club Meeting.

AGE CLASSIFICATIONS

· Seniors shall be 18 years of age or older.

· Juniors shall be under 18 years of age.

(Proof of age must be provided by any person applying to be admitted as a junior)

· Children 14 years of age and under will only be accepted if accompanied by a Parent/Guardian.

INSPECTION OF RECORDS

A Member may at any reasonable time inspect without charge the books, documents, records and securities of the Club.

MANAGEMENT

(a) The Management of the Club shall rest in the Club Committee, which shall consist of the President, Secretary, Treasurer and Recorder, elected at the Annual General Meeting.

(b) The Members of the Club Committee must be 18 years of age or over.

(c) The Officers of the Club shall be the following

Field Captain

Vice-President



Junior Field Captain

Secretary



Publicity Officer

Treasurer



Equipment Officer

Recorder



Fund Raising Officer






Catering Officer

Only financial Members can become Club Officers.

(d) The Club Committee and Club Officers shall be responsible for the smooth functioning of the Club.

(e) The Club Committee may appoint from among its Members, delegates to represent the Club at meetings, supporting committees and other such bodies as may be determined.

(f) At a properly constituted meeting of the Club Committee, 75% of the Committee shall constitute a quorum.

(g) Members of the Club Committee, unless sooner removed from office by resolution of a Special General Meeting convened for the purpose, shall hold office until the next Annual General Meeting and shall be eligible for re-election.  These officials may, with majority agreement from members, hold the position for as many terms as they are willing to perform the associated duties.

(h) Any Member may be elected to not more than two offices except that the President may not also be Vice-President.

(i) The Club Committee shall appoint sub-committees as required.  A sub-committee can only consider matters for which it has been formed and make recommendations to the Club Committee.

(j) The Club Committee may appoint a sub-committee of four Members with the power to recommend the suspension or expulsion of a Member of the Club for acts against the interest of the smooth running of the Club or Archery in general.  The Member has the right to appeal to the full Committee within one month of being notified of the sub-committees decision, through the President.
(k) Officers having authority to sign cheques (President, Secretary and Treasurer) shall not be members of the same family.

FINANCIAL YEAR

The financial year shall end on the 30th day of June each year.

BOOK KEEPING

The Club Treasurer, or any person elected to assist the Treasurer by the Club Committee, shall be responsible for keeping an accurate account of the Club’s finances, which shall be audited at least once a year by a person not involved in the administration of the Club.

INCOME AND PROPERTY

(a) The income and property of the Club shall be applied solely to the objects of the Club, in such a manner as may from time to time be determined by the Club Committee.

(b) All monies received by, or on behalf of the Club shall be lodged in the bank account in the name of the Club at such bank as may from time to time be determined by the Club Committee.

(c) Signatories to the Club finances shall normally be:

President

Secretary

Treasurer

(d) Unless otherwise authorised by the Club Committee, all payments out of the Club’s funds shall be made by cheque or by Electronic Funds Transfer by any one of the three nominated Members of the Club Committee.  

(e) Funds not immediately required may be invested in such Trustee Securities as the Club Committee may determine.

MEETINGS

1. The Annual General Meeting shall be held during the month of October each year at a time and place arranged by the Club Committee, for the purpose of considering the following business:

(a) Receive the minutes of the previous Annual General Meeting:

(b) Any matters arising from the minutes not otherwise dealt with in the Annual Report;

(c) Receive the Annual Report of the Club Committee through the President and specialist reports through the Secretary, Treasurer, Recorder and any other which may from time to time be considered appropriate;

(d) Election of the Club Committee for the ensuing year;

(e) Appoint the auditor for the ensuing year.

2. A Special General Meeting may be called at any time by the Club Committee.

Members wishing to call a Special General Meeting may do so by lodging a procuration signed by not less than 20% of the Club’s Financial Members with the Secretary, who shall present it to the Club Committee within one calendar month.

The Secretary shall give one month’s notice in writing to all Financial Members of the Club, specifying the time and place at which the Annual General Meeting or Special Meeting is to be held.

A notice convening a Special General Meeting shall specify the nature of the business to be considered by the meeting.

3. The Club Committee shall meet at such times and places as it may determine, but in any case such meetings shall be held when necessary to consider any matters associated with the objects and the smooth running of the Club and its finances.

AMENDMENTS

The Club Rules and Constitution may be amended by a Special Resolution where at least 75% of the financial Members are present and voting at a Special General Meeting or at the Annual General Meeting, provided the notice of motion to amend the rules or constitution shall be notified in writing to all Members not less than one month prior to the date of such meeting.  For the purpose of this rule it shall be sufficient in so far as notification to Members is concerned, if the Secretary shall forward to each financial Member at their last known address a copy of the notice of motion.

DISSOLUTION

A Special General Meeting called for the purpose may, by a 75% majority of those financial Members present and voting, resolve to dissolve the Club and if such resolution is confirmed by a similar majority at a subsequent Special General Meeting held not less than one month thereafter, then subject to the next proviso, the Club shall be dissolved.

(a) If at the time of calling a Special General Meeting for the purpose of considering a motion to dissolve the Club or at the time of a subsequent Special General Meeting called for the purpose of confirming such resolution, there are not less than 75% of financial Members present.

(b) If upon the winding up or dissolution of the Club there remain after satisfaction of all its debts and liabilities, any property whatsoever, the same shall not be paid to or distributed among Members of the Club, but shall be transferred to a sporting club which will be decided by members at a specially called meeting.

First preference should be given to any recently formed Archery Club which may be finding difficulty in becoming established.

BY-LAWS

The Club Committee may make By-Laws, not being inconsistent with the provisions of this constitution, on any matters pertaining to the activities of the Club and in particular to the following:

(a) Setting a scale of fees payable by Members each year, including different rates for separate groups defined by age, special class of activity within the Club, or such other considerations as the Club may consider equitable.  AA fees to be adjusted pro rata October 1, January 1, April 1.  These fees are subject to final approval and endorsement by the majority vote at the Annual General Meeting.  Target or shooting fees may be adjusted from time to time as considered appropriate by the Club Committee;

(b) Conduct of Club and Inter-Club tournaments including trophy and achievement level requirements;

(c) Prescribing penalties for breaches of any by-laws concerning the safety of spectators, archers or any individuals at any shoot organised by the Club;

(d) Days, times and shooting schedules for the Club;

(e) Purchase of equipment for the Club.

Any by-laws on conformity with this rule may be amended from time to time in the same manner as is provided for making of the by-laws.

Any by-laws made by the Club Committee shall be promulgated where possible within one month of ruling of the Club Committee of a resolution adopting the said by-laws.

COMMON SEAL CLAUSE

The Common Seal of the Club shall be four (4) signatories of the Club Committee.  Being the presiding President, Treasurer, Secretary and Recorder and their signatures shall be affixed to any document only pursuant to a resolution of the Committee.
